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THE ESSAY 

 

The topic for the 2015 City of Memphis Mayor’s Civil Rights Essay Competition is the 

following: 

 What I learned about community organizing after watching the movie SELMA 

and what we can do today to advance civil and human rights 

Essays will be judged on the following criteria: 

o Creativity & originality 

o Persuasiveness 

o Grammar and spelling 

o Understanding of subject matter 

o Relevancy of response to topic question      

  

 Essays must be 750 – 1,000 words.  

o Footnotes, citations, endnotes, and essay titles will not be counted as part 

of the 750 – 1,000 words allotted to the applicant.    

  

 Applicants will be penalized for use of improper grammar and/or spelling. 

 Applicants are not permitted to include any forms of media (e.g. photos, 

diagrams) other than plain text in their essays 

 Essays must be double spaced and typed in 12 point font 

 Applicants may opt to cite external references in their essays such as statistics or 

quotes. All external references must be properly cited as parenthetical citations, 

footnotes, or endnotes. 

 Essays must be the original work of the applicant. Essays must neither have been 

entered in another competition nor have been published previously in any form 

or sold for publication. Essays must not contain material that infringes on the 

intellectual property rights of others. Any essay that violates these rules will be 

disqualified, and any awards made for such essay will be rescinded and must be 

returned to the City of Memphis. All essays will be checked for plagiarism. 

THE AWARDS 

 The winning essays will be selected by a committee of judges selected by Mayor 

Wharton. 

 A first (1st), second (2nd), and third (3rd) place winner will be selected 

o The grand prize winner (1st place) will receive a $500 scholarship.  The 

second place winner will receive a $300 scholarship and the third place 

winner will receive $200.  The first, second, and third place winners will 

also receive certificates from the Mayor A C Wharton, Jr. 
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 All winners will be invited to attend an awards ceremony in April 2015. 

 The winning essay will be published on the City of Memphis website.  

 Winners will be publically announced on or before February 26th  

WHO MAY ENTER 

 The applicant must be a student enrolled in the 7th – 10th grade at an accredited 

high school or accredited home school program in the City of Memphis.   

 Immediate family members of judging committee members or City officials are 

ineligible for this essay competition. 

 Each applicant may enter only once and may only provide one essay on the 

topic. 

SUBMITTING AN ESSAY 

 Applicant must submit his or her essay to the Mayor’s Office by 11:59 p.m. on 

February 12, 2015.  Those submitted after that time will not be considered.  

 A teacher, parent, or guardian may submit an essay on behalf of an applicant (i.e. 

a student writes the piece and it is submitted by a teacher, parent, or guardian). 

     

Submission by Email 

 Title of the submission email should read MAYOR’S ESSAY COMPETITION 

 The essay should be a Microsoft Word attachment in the email. 

o Document should be double-spaced with 12-point font size. 

 The email (the body of the email) should include the following information: 

o STUDENT’S FULL NAME 

SCHOOL NAME, GRADE 

STUDENT’S HOME ADDRESS, ZIP CODE 

 If the essay is submitted by someone other than the applicant or the writer, this 

point should be outlined in the email with a description of the person submitting 

the essay (e.g. “SUBMITTED BY: Mr. John Henderson, Geometry teacher for 

William Griffin”).
