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CURRENT APPROVED VEHICLES FOR HIRE 
 
 
Tennessee Code Annotated 7-51-1007 states “every governmental entity in any county having a 
population in excess of five hundred thousand (500,000), according to the 1990 federal census or 
any subsequent federal census, is empowered to regulate entry into the business of providing 
passenger transportation service, including, but not limited to, limousine, sedan, shuttle and 
taxicab service.”  City of Memphis Ordinance 4941, Sec. 39-103A states “no person shall 
operate or permit a passenger vehicle owned or controlled by him or her to transport persons for 
compensation upon the streets of the city of Memphis without first having obtained a Certificate 
of Public Convenience and Necessity from the Director of Police Services” (Certificate).   

Furthermore, Section 39-07 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Memphis states “no person 
shall operate or permit a passenger vehicle owned or controlled by him to transport persons for 
compensation upon the streets of the City of Memphis without first having obtained a certificate 
of public convenience and necessity from the Director of Police Services (now Permits Office). 

Certificates expire annually on March 31st.  The following vehicles for hire companies are the 
only such companies qualified to operate vehicles for hire upon the streets of the City of 
Memphis for the period April 1, 2013 through March 31, 2014.
