WHAT WILL COMMERCIAL PROPERTIES
PAY?

Commercial customers are defined by the
enterprise fund as developed commercial,
industrial, governmental, institutional, and
agricultural properties. Their storm water fee
is based on the amount of impervious area
located within each parcel. Commercial rates
will be based on the number of SFUs calcu-
lated by dividing the customer’s total imper-
vious area by 3,147 square feet. This value
represents one (1) SFU and has been statis-
tically determined to represent the average
impervious area for all residential customers

in the City. The monthly rate would then be
the number of SFUs x the monthly rate for 1
SFU. The base rate for fiscal years 2007
through 2011 are identified below.

FiscalYear Monthly Rate
FY 2007 $2.177/SFU
FY 2008 $2.88/SFU
FY 2009 $3.30/SFU
FY 2010 $3.64/SFU
FY 2011 $4.02/SFU

INVOLVEMENT OF THE COMMUNITY
Working closely with stakeholders through a
Storm Water Advisory Committee (SWAC), the
City has developed and implemented an equita-
ble storm water user charge that will fund the
resolution of flooding problems, construct a pre-
ventative O&M program, and achieve regulatory
Phase 1 compliance. The SWAC included repre-
sentatives from local industry, the chamber of
commerce, educational institutions, and other
representative citizens.

KEYS TO SUCCESS

+ Through the SWAC, the citizens and
community representatives shared their
opinions and concerns.

+ A storm water enterprise fund is the
most fair and equitable funding source,
because it utilizes impervious area as
the basis for a user charge. Each cus-
tomer will pay based on his or her con-
tribution to the storm water system.

¢ The fee determination relied on the most
recent digital data and aerial images
from the City of Memphis.

¢ The current MLG&W billing system will
be used to collect this new fee.
