TO QUALIFY, YOU MUST: 

* Be an active neighborhood group, Homeowners

Association, or faith-based organization.

* Register with your local MPD Station coordinator,

and submit an updated letter from law enforcement

verifying the required meetings and partnership

with your local station.

• Attend the MANW/NCPG how to apply
workshop.

• Reside in the city of Memphis as a permanent
resident.

• Have a valid checking account, in the group’s
name.

• Submit the completed NCPG Application by the
deadline date and time.
